Election rules and procedures:

1. Candidates:

Candidates must meet the following eligibility criteria:

(1). They must be registered in the Actuarial Science Specialist or Major Program.

(2). They must attend both fall and spring terms in 2009/10 academic year.

(3). Each applicant is allowed to run for one position only.

Note: For those who want to run for president next year(2011-2012), they need to have previous work experience in the club. (i.e: used to be an executive)  

2. Requirements:

Candidates who wish to run for a position must submit the completed application form by e-mail to   uoftactsci@yahoo.ca before 9:00pm on Sunday, Feb 21st, 2010. Late submissions will NOT be accepted.  The application form can be downloaded from the Website. To be eligible to run for a position, you have to be reasonably familiar with the Act Sci program here. Specifically, you must return to U of T in the coming September as a 3rd or 4th yr Actuarial Science student (Specialist or Major), meaning that current 1st yr students (who will enter Act Sci in 2nd yr this coming September) are NOT eligible to apply this time. But in September Act Sci Club executives will appoint 2nd yr representatives. 

The form will be posted on the club website, and also can be requested by sending an email to act club.
3. Campaign Procedures:

- Campaign period: Feb 22- Mar 5. Applicants need submit a statement about 150 words (electronically) to act-sci club for the campaign, which will be printed out together, made into a booklet and hand out to the class.

- Everyone can make (not obligatory) a campaign video no longer than 2 minutes and give it to act-sci club. We will post it on the face book group and our website. (If you cannot make one at home and want to make one, you can make an appointment with Act Club and we will help you make it.)

4. Voting 

- Period: Mar 8-13 (Campaign is not allowed in this week).

- During the election week, election committee will go to the ACT lectures to let students vote for the candidates.

- Voters must meet the following eligibility criteria:

(1)They must be registered in the Actuarial Science (Specialist or Major) program.

(2)The voting period is March 8-13, 2010. Voting will take place in ACT classes during these 5 days. 

- The votes will be counted and announced on Mar 13th, during the semiformal of Actsci program

(3)Each person is only allowed to be voted once.

5. Ballots:

To protect the election against ballot-stuffing, the following procedures will be in place when filling up the ballots:

(1). To make the ballot valid, a voter must present his/her valid U of T student card and he/she must be on our list of registered students of Actuarial Science program.

(2). A ballot will have a number of candidates for each position. Only one selection for each position is allowed. Voting for two or more candidates running for the same position will nullify the ballot.
